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INSTRUCTIONS FOR OWNERS REGARDING

BANDAGE/CAST CARE

· The success of the surgery performed on your pet may depend on good care of the dressing.  At home you will provide much of this care, but your veterinary surgeon will need to check the bandage frequently, and the bandage may need to be changed.  Instructions will be given on the frequency of checks required on discharge of your pet however this may be altered if progress dictates. Usually dressing changes are performed at your home practice. 

· Bandage materials are expensive, and bandaging is a skilled and time-consuming procedure.  A charge will be made for materials used.

EVERY TIME your dog leaves the house, cover the end of the dressing with a plastic bag held in place by string or a loose elastic band.

REMOVE the bag and elastic band as soon as the animal returns to the house.

· Check the dressing daily for evidence of swelling of the limb, or chaffing at the edges of the bandage.  If you are worried, consult your own veterinary surgeon.

· You should seek prompt attention from your own veterinary surgeon if there is any evidence of problems with the wound or with the general well being of your animal. 

IF YOU NOTICE ANY OF THE FOLLOWING SEEK ATTENTION FROM YOUR OWN VETERINARY SURGEON IMMEDIATELY

1) Staining of the bandage with discharge from the wound, or if it becomes wet from urine or fluids outdoors.

2) A foul smell from the bandage.

3) Slipping of the bandage from its original position.

4) Excessive chewing at the bandage or other sign of discomfort/pain.

5) General illness in the animal such as depression, lethargy or lack of appetite.
